Trustees absent with cause: David Hartley, Susan 
Mathis and Maribeth Petit 
 
Trustee Wagner called the meeting to order at 3:00 
PM.  A quorum was present for conducting business. 
 
Treasurer’s Report, Julia Coldren-Walker: 
Trustee Coldren-Walker presented the 2007 financial 
report.   

 
Elections Committee, Lynne Collman, Chair. 
Ms. Collman reported that the following members 
were elected to the 2007-2008 Montpelier Board of 
Trustees:  Julia Coldren-Walker, Minnie Clark Lamar, 
Patricia Douville, Patricia Eisenberg, Sandy Martin, 
Susan Mathis, Terry Rowland, Jeri Witt, and Kendra 
Wagner. 
 
Security Committee, Richard Dengler, Chair. 
Mr. Dengler offered free “Clubs” for cars.  Interested 
members should contact him if more are desired.   
 
Pool Committee, Paul Buehler, Chair. 
Mr. Buehler spoke about the pool and the problems 
with management company and the pool committee.   
Several members stated they would like to see the 
pool opened longer next year. 
 
New Business:   
The new board members were introduced.   
 
Comments of MCA Members:   
Ms. Helen Hass requested that the board try to find a 
way to keep all community members informed of com-
munity events instead of relying on the listserv.  There 
are many in the community who do not use the listserv 
and the newsletter is only printed every other month.   
 
Mr. Eric Brown de Colstoun reported that he and Mr. 
Buehler had visited the Bowie Swim and Racquet 
Club and he thought the MCA should build a club-
house.  Mr. Bob Derrick stated he would like to start 
an informal committee to look into this idea.  Several 
members pointed out that Bowie has 2500 homes to 
our 695 and it is not an exclusive club – anyone can 
join.  A member stated that plans had been drawn up 
several years ago and could be used as a reference.  
Trustee Witt has a copy and interested members 
should contact her for the information.   
 

Ms. Susan Habig asked why dollar figures for expen-
ditures are not routinely incorporated into the minutes.  
Trustee Witt assured her that more financial informa-
tion will appear in future MCA Board meeting minutes.  
Ms. Habig questioned why the board was only acquir-
ing a pediatric defibrillator without equal emphasis on 
the acquisition of an adult defibrillator.  Trustee Martin 
explained that the wording in the minutes was mis-
leading and the intention is to get a defibrillator that 
can be used for anyone.  Ms. Habig also felt the pool 
company should have been held accountable when 
they failed to provide a defibrillator as promised.  The 
MCA Board should follow up on breaches of contract, 
shoddy work, etc. and not subscribe to the “Just ig-
nore it, and pay more of the MCA’s money” concept.   
 
Ms. Habig suggested that motion-activited video sur-
veillance be installed because of recent vandalism to 
the volleyball poles, theft of the computer and parties 
on the roof of a building at the pool area.  Mr. Dengler 
answered that there are not enough people willing to 
monitor it.   Mr. Dengler also cautioned that we have 
to be careful identifying people based on less than 
clear images due to distance and other factors.  Ms. 
Habig stated the storage devices are huge and need 
no monitoring for weeks, and evidence could be built 
up against the ne’er-do-wells.  She also suggested a 
lock and check system be used at the pool to prevent 
theft in the future.   
 
Ms. Habig reported that Prince George’s County has 
been quite responsive involving problems with county 
land and the Board should have called them before 
spending MCA money to clear a county-owned path to 
the elementary school.  Board members, and some 
people in the audience, felt that the County is typically 
unresponsive.   
 
Mr. Tony Fleming, Communications chairperson, so-
licited comments and suggestions for improving com-
munications in the community.   
 
Ms. Lynne Collman praised the social committee for 
their activities, especially the pizza nights, and encour-
aged all community members to attend the events. 
 
Members were invited to have refreshments following 
the meeting.  The meeting adjourned at 5 PM.

President, Kendra Wagner, called the meeting to 
order at 6:50 pm.  There was a quorum present to 
conduct business. 
 
Secretary’s Report:  Minnie Clark Lamar 
The May minutes were read and a motion was 
made by Trustee Petit  and seconded by Trustee 
Wagner to accept the minutes.  The motion passed 
unanimously. 
 
Treasurer’s Report:  Jeri Witt 
The financial report was distributed by Ms. Witt 
(see attached). It was decided no IOU’s for guest 
passes would be taken at the pool since we are 
having such a hard time collecting for them.  The 
board decided not to renew the bonding insurance 
until the new board comes in.  An administrative 
assistant application will be put in the July newslet-
ter to see if anyone in the community is interested 
in the position.

ACCC: Marcia Segura, Chair

Beautification Committee: Patricia Eisenburg, Chair 
Trustee Eisenburg stated plans are being made to 
take the shrubs out of the planter between the wad-
ing pool and the big pool to improve the sightline of 
the guards. She did get an estimate from Ronnie 
Loberto regarding the work that needs to be done. 
The boxwoods that are in the planter will be de-
stroyed when this work is done as the roots are too 
large to transplant them successfully.  Trustee 
Eisenburg suggested we do a “bring a plant” day to 
save money on refurbishing the planter.  Mr. Der-
rick is getting 3 estimates to have the planter either 
repaired or replaced. 
 
Benevolent Fund:  Jeri Witt, Chair 
See Attached report.  A yard sale was held with the 
community yard sale - $113.00 was raised. 

 
 Facilities:  Paul Petit, Chair 
The bike racks have been painted, it cannot be 
moved inside since it is so old and bolted into the 
asphalt.  The chain link fences can be painted in-
stead of replacing them for now. 
 
A non-homeowner has asked to use our tennis 
courts to give lessons for which she will be paid.  It 
was decided she could advertise in the newsletter 
and use our courts for Montpelier homeowners who 
want to use her services. 
There was a complaint regarding lacrosse players 
using the basketball court. It was decided since 
they are children of homeowners and no damage is 
being done to the court, to take no action. 
It was decided the tree by the entrance sign should 
come down as it is impeding the sightline of drivers 
pulling out of the common grounds. Trustee Petit 
said he would talk to Medina about it. 
There was a complaint regarding Medina using our 
dumpster - Trustee Petit will talk to them. 
The light on the pavilion facing the playground is 
now operational. 
A list was presented regarding repairs and Trustee 
Petit was asked to prioritize according to his experi-
ence with the common grounds. He would like an 
official committee formed to cover the whole com-
mon grounds. Mr. Derrick would like to be on any 
committee formed.  Mr. Jordan, from Becht Engi-
neering, would like to meet with the Board and go 
over his final report. 
 
Gate Attendants:  Jeri Witt 
Adults (non-homeowners)  who have been put on a 
pool form, shown as living in the residence, must 
show valid ID with the Montpelier address the first 
time they come.  Everyone is signing in, including 
Lighthouse pool personel. 
We have several compliments regarding how well 
the pool attendants are doing and how clean and 
nice the pool looks. 
The hours for pool parties have changed in that 
there is a 2 hour limit and then you can move your 
guests to the pool area. Homeowners can use the 
coolers and the kitchen area but not any supplies  
that are down there. 
It was suggested we put signs in the kitchen noting 
the supplies belong to either “Swim Team” or  
“MCA”.

We do have a 
defibulator at the pool this year - Lighthouse fur-
nished it - and the guards are trained on it’s use. 
They are trying to accommodate some homeown-
ers who want aerobics - plans are still being formu-
lated. 
Mike Owens needs to be in the pool area before 
the pool opens - Trustee Petit will arrange the time 
with Mr. Owens. 
A question was raised, since homeowners can use 
the grills up at the pool this year, who will be re-
sponsible for keeping them full.

 I met with the accountant, Mr. Adrian Simmons on 
Wednesday, August 6, 2008.  We were both disap-
pointed that no one with experience had offered 
their application for the position of Treasurer’s As-
sistant.  We both feel that because a new board is 
seated two months before year’s end it interrupts 
the flow of paperwork.  In that vein, I would like to 
keep the treasurer’s assistant position, on a volun-
teer basis, until the new board is seated, October 
14, 2008 and a new treasurer is elected.  Hope-
fully, the new treasurer will be an experienced 
bookkeeper.  If an assistant is contracted, I sug-
gest that the term follow the fiscal year of January 
1 through December 31 of any year.   
 

Mr. Simmons also suggested changing the term of 
the Board from January 1 to December 31 as our 
fiscal year follows those dates, but  that would 
have to be a bylaw changes after agreement from 
the board.   
 

Below is an email I received from Mr. Simmons 
giving us an update on 2008:   
 

Just a quick note to highlight some of our 
discussion from yesterday’s meeting.  
The 2008 Quickbooks file appears to be 
in a much stronger position than prior 

years.  One of the main improvements is 
that all of the activity is in the same file as 
opposed to being divided between files.  
One thing we noted that was needed was 
to record invoices for unpaid 2008 as-
sessments.  The paid assessments ap-
pear to have been input and properly re-
flected as income.  There were a couple 
of adjustments we made as far as the 
opening balances, and small tweaks here 
and there.  We also discussed options 
available to record assessments going 
forward (ie, using the “Sales Receipt” 
form in Quickbooks leading to the “Make 
Deposit” form).  The fact that the bank 
accounts are reconciled also helps en-
sure a certain level of accuracy.  With 
some of the additional steps we dis-
cussed being taken, and followed with 
consistency through the end of the year, I 
would expect that the records would be in 
a better form to facilitate a financial state-
ment review engatement for the 2008 
year.
