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Dear Neighbors,

With three Board meetings behind us it is time for
me to share with you what your '08-‘09 Board is do-
ing to care for our beloved Montpelier.

One way to keep our home values as high as
possible and attract potential buyers is to keep
the common grounds in good condition. The Board
and the Chairman of the Pool Committee conducted
a detailed walk-through of the common areas to as-
sess the condition of our property. We developed a
list of minor replacement and repair items as well as
collected the suggestions for improvements.

In keeping with our objective to be good stewards
of the Community’s assets we then discussed
how to address these items. While the operating
budget will cover many of the minor repairs, and
volunteers can go a long way to address the land-
scaping requirements, we will be looking to the Re-
placement Reserve Fund for the larger items.

If you are the volunteering type, look for advertized
weekends where we will do some of our own clip-
ping and trimming. Committee Chairs are funded to
address their minor replacements and repairs and
the larger landscaping items will be done by the pro-
fessionals that we already have under contract.
Replacement Reserve funded items will be carefully
deliberated and all items over $1000 will require 3
bids. We have some serious tripping hazards in our
sidewalks and deck areas and the parking lot will

need to be addressed soon.

The 2009 budget is included in this edition of the
newsletter and shows that due to the tough eco-
nomic times the Board decided NOT to raise the
Annual Assessment.

Trustee Chris Harris, who helped keep us on task
in our very energetic meetings, has stepped down
due to a job opportunity in the New England area.
The Board will vote to fill his seat at the January
meeting. From the most senior Harris to the young-
est they have touched many of us in the community
and our swim team — The Marlins. We will miss his
stabilizing force on the Board, community involve-
ment and friendship. Best of luck to Chris, Misty and
the gang and thank you for your leadership.

With much of the community able to access the
internet we have posted the approved minutes to
the Board meetings on MontpelierOnline.org.
You can also find MCA history as we add more and
more of the historical files to the web site. For those
that do not have access to the internet we continue
to put the minutes in the bi-monthly newsletters.

Finally, if you would like to know what is going on
‘real time’ you can join us on the second Tuesday
of each month at the Deerfield Run Community
Center at 6:45 pm.

they should be put in a savings account pending
possible expenditures. Trustee Keating made a mo-
tion to put the maturing CD’s (3) into a savings ac-
count. The motion was seconded and passed unani-
mously.

A profit and loss statement and proposed budget
was distributed. Trustee Derrick instructed the board
to review the handouts and be prepared to vote on a
2009 budget at the December board meeting. Trus-
tee Fazio will also provide 2007 figures for compari-
son.

The assess-
ment for 2009 and the pro’s and con’s of increasing
it was discussed and tabled until the December
meeting.

The insurance policy was also discussed and we
currently have $300,000 in physical loss per incident
coverage and $4M of liability per incident on the
common grounds. The use of the reserve fund is to
maintain our existing facilities.

Ms. Segura proposed a voice mail box for the com-
mittee and estimated the cost to be $5-$10 a month.

Trustee Derrick explained the tentative procedures
for proposing maintenance and capital improve-
ment projects. Requirements are:

- project description / scope of work

- estimated cost and life-cycle costs

- pro’s and con’s for the project

- three bids from vendor (for projects over $1000)

Distribution of proposed projects and other informa-
tion was discussed and several members ques-
tioned how to reach the whole community fairly
when some have and use e-mail / web pages and
some rely on the newsletters alone. If an issue
must have the community’s input a direct mailing,
and/or inclusion in the newsletter would be the best
way to reach everyone.

Newsletter advertising rates were discussed. Ms.
Hughes asked in an e-mail to the board to deter-
mine whether rates should be increased to cover
the increased cost of producing the newsletter.
Additional advertising can be solicited and as many
pages as we want can be added to the newsletter
(within reason). There was also a question about
the demand for advertizing space and the number
of people in the community that might want to ad-
vertize but couldn’'t because the newsletter was
‘full’. Without Ms. Hughes present we did not know
if space goes un-used or what the demand was for
the existing space. Also, it was suggested that
members could opt for an online version only.
Trustee Douville made a motion to increase the
rates, but no greater than 20% and rounding out to
the nearest dollar amount. Trustees Fazio and
Keating voted no, but the motion passed with the
remaining Trustees voting yes. It was discussed
that the annual assessment form could have a
block added to it that asks members to elect a pa-
per or electronic newsletter as a way to reduce
costs of paper newsletters.

The Homemakers Club did not respond to the holi-
day lighting contest. Ms. Witt volunteered to organ-
ize it.

Trustee Keating contacted a dumpster company
(Tosca) who promised a 20% discount over our

current rates.  Trustee Fazio will prepare figures
for Trustee Keating. There is no contract with the
current dumpster company but they are continuing
service on a month to month basis.

The board discussed how to get the minutes distrib-
uted to the membership faster than by the newslet-
ter. A suggestion was made to post “reviewed”
minutes on the website. Concerns were expressed
that members who do not use internet will remain
uninformed. Trustee Harris made a motion that
board meeting minutes be posted on the website as
soon as they are approved. The motion was sec-
onded and passed unanimously. Communications
Committee must get the passwords and procedures
to post the minutes after they are approved.

Trustee Fedoryka was concerned about the ACCC
issuing complaints to itself through regular ACCC
surveys and felt this represented a conflict of inter-
est, as the ACCC is the body that adjudicates the
complaints and should remain neutral. He stated
there is no allowance in the bylaws for the
ACCC initiating complaints and this action violates
the requirement that complaints be made in writing
by home-owners. Ms. Segura explained how the
members survey the neighborhood for covenant
violations.

CONSTRUCTION, ADDITIONS,
ALTERATIONS
REQUIRE PRIOR APPROVAL

No new construction, addition, or alteration of a
Montpelier home shall be made without prior ap-
proval (see approval form on following page)
from the Architectural Control & Compliance Com-
mittee. This includes satellite dish installation.
All exterior colors and materials shall blend
harmoniously with the neighboring dwellings.
Proceeding without prior approval shall constitute a
covenant violation subject to enforcement, includ-

ing fines.

BOAT, CAMPER, RV, TRAILER
ENFORCEMENT

Boats, campers, RVs, and trailers must be in stor-
age from November 1 through April 30. They
may not be stored or parked on your property.

UNLICENSED CARS

Article IV, section 5 of the covenants states no ve-
hicle can be stored on any lot except inside the
garage. All cars, covered or uncovered, must have
a valid license tag and sticker. Residents may be
required to provide proof of licensing if the license
tag is not clearly visible on the vehicle. In addition
to the covenant above, Prince George’'s County
Code states “it is unlawful to have more than one
motor vehicle ... dismantled, inoperable or unli-
censed on your premises. The one vehicle that is
allowed must be inside a closed garage.”

USE OF PODS, DUMPSTERS,

Approval must be obtained from the ACCC before
placing a PODS, dumpster, or similar structure on
any lot. The maximum time that the structure can
be on the lot must also be approved by the ACCC.
Failure to obtain such prior approval will result in a
fine of up to $1,000. Failure to remove the struc-
ture within the agreed time limit will result in a fine
of up to $500 per month until the structure is re-
moved or approval for an extension is obtained.
